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The Nachi-no-Otaki waterfall is 133 meters high (the tallest In Japan) and is worshipped as
a deity. Watch out for the shimenawa straw rope above the falls which marks it as sacred.
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Paitmon-r2ka (Kumane Kedo)
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Daimon-zaka is an impressive cobblestone staircase (600 meters long with 267 stairs)
and part of the Kumano Kodo pilgrimage route. It is lined with centuries old trees.
Daimon-zaka means "large gate slope” referring to a shrine-gate that once stood nearby.
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
