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The most popular landmark in Kyoto, Fushimi Inari Taisha

“Fushimi Inari” was awarded # 1 in Trip Advisor’s “Top Japanese landmarks” for 3 consecutive years. How
incredible the vermilion torii-lined pathway is!! This is called “Senbon Torii”, which literally means one thousand
Shinto gates. This location was once used for shooting a Hollywood movie. So many fox statues are around the
site, as foxes are believed to be messengers of Shinto God Inari.

@ The way to Fushimi Inari is very complicated. Please follow your guide to the first torii gate.

@ Your guide will tell you where and when you should come back. Get back to the parking lot together.
@Caution: We need to be on time. Do not go too far. The inner shrine is the best part to return.

UNESCO World Heritage Site:Kiyomizu-dera Temple
You might have seen the picture of a large wooden stage of the main hall, supported by tall pillars, which juts out

13 meters above the hillside. Since February 2017, the main hall has been covered up for the renovation of its
roof, but visitors are still allowed to enter the main hall and have a chance to take a glimpse of the work in
progress. (The temple aims to complete all work by 2020) . The Otowa Waterfall is also famous at the
Kiyomizu-dera. The temple derives its name from the fall's pure waters. Behind the main hall stands Jishu Shrine,
which is also a shrine worshipping the deity of love and matchmaking. There are steps leading down from
Kiyomizu-dera Temple. These are two of Kyoto’s most attractive streets, Sannei-gaka and Ninen-zaka. Along the
beautiful exotic slopes, you will find various shops and restaurants.

The off|C|aI name of the temple is “Rokuon-Jl with extensive Iand but the magnlflcent reliquary haII decorated with
gold leaf is famous as Kinkaku-ji Temple (the Golden Pavilion). Sadly, the pavilion was burned down in 1950 by a
young monk who envied the beauty of the pavilion. The event was later fictionalized as “The Temple of the
Golden Pavilion” by the renowned author Yukio Mishima (The present pavilion was rebuilt in 1955).
